Lighter or stronger colours go with colour or dark paper.
Stronger, darker and light colours work well with lighter
paper colour.

If taking rubbings outside, try to do this when in dry
weather.

Safety:
Be careful when leaning on damaged or broken surfaces and
take care if leaning on the ground.
Do not lean on or apply pressure to glass objects.
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Try taking a rubbing and moving the paper over slightly
or changing direction in another colour.
